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It is Impermissible to Support Anyone Known to Have 
Serious Deviations Whether They Are In Creed or 

Methodology or Their Like 
Shaykh ʿAlī al-Ḥudhayfī 

 
All praise is due to Allāh, the Lord of the Worlds.  I testify that there 
is no deity (worthy of worship in truth) but Allāh alone, without any 
partners, the Protector of the rigtheous, and I testify that our Prophet 
Muḥammad is His servant and Messenger (), to proceed: 

It is well-known in the Sharīʿah, then, in the methodology of our 
Righteous Salaf, and then, from the path of our scholars in this era, 
that anyone known to have serious deviations—whether in his creed, 
methodology, conduct, or otherwise—ought to be advised and 
admonished so that he abandons such deviations and repents to Allāh 
from them, because the (essence of ) religion is sincere advice.  

As for supporting such (individuals) with any type of support, 
especially when these deviations are proven against them, and they 
persist upon them and defend them stubbornly, then it is not 
permissible to support them, because this is a form of misleading the 
youth and a form of deceiving them, whether they support them with 
endorsements, or by participating in their activities, or embracing 
them and protecting them, or by any other types of support.  

This is especially important when they do not withhold from 
disparaging the innocent. How then, when they exploit such support 
for their interests and promote their falsehood by it, and they deceive 
the youth by (claiming that) so-and-so supports them? 

Ahl al-Sunnah expect scholars and shaykhs to speak the truth—  
to absolve themselves before Allāh—especially with regard to those 
who remain embroiled in serious methodological errors and have 
shown no signs of repentance till now. 
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It is impermissible for scholars and shaykhs to remain silent about 
those deviants against whom serious matters have been proven such as 
splitting the word (of unity), dividing the ranks and other serious 
matters. It is impermissible to be lenient in this matters O mashāyikh 
of Ahl al-Sunnah.  

By Allāh, your silence does not have any justification with Allāh, 
you do not have any proof in your silence regarding your brothers  who 
are being put to trial in European countries and are being forced to 
choose between certain matters: either to agree with declaring so-and 
so an innovator, and to warn from so-and-so or to relinquish their 
position of leading the mosque (as the imām).  

This has taken place more than once.  
It is impermissible to remain silent about these actions which 

emanate only from the ḥizbīs, and if remaining silent about them is 
impermissible then what about appeasing them and aiding them in 
falsehood, and deceiving the youth about them, especially when their 
deviation has become apparent and well-known? 

I remind the shaykhs of the words of the Exalted: “And [mention, 
O Muḥammad], when Allāh took a covenant from those who were 
given the Scripture, [saying], ‘You must make it clear to the people 
and not conceal it.’” (3:187).  

Allāh the Exalted obliged the people of knowledge to clarify the 
truth and warned against concealing it. And although the āyah is 
regarding Banī Isrāʾīl, Allāh warned the scholars of this ummah from 
following their path. When Allāh praises an individual or individuals 
in the Qurʾān, it is to explain their virtue and to encourage others to 
emulate them in their actions which earned them the praise. And 
when Allāh rebukes an individual or individuals (in the Qurʾān), it is 
to explain their lowly status and to warn from copying their actions 
which earned them rebuke. 
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So remember this O mashāyikh, and know that a great affair rests 
on your shoulders: to speak the truth, clarify it, aid its people and 
know that Allāh will ask you concerning it.  

So fear Allāh regarding this daʿwah and fear Allāḥ regarding the 
youth who will be wasted due to these confusing affairs. Allāh the 
Exalted will ask you about the youth who may be led to tribulation 
becauses of your support for the deviants. 

The Prophet () said:1  
 لا يمنعنَّ رجلًا هيبةُ الناسِ أن يقولَ بحقٍّ إذا رآه أو شهِدَه فإنه  

بُ من أجلٍ ولا يباعِدُ من رزقٍ   لا يقرِّ

“Let not the fear (or reverence) of people prevent a man from speaking 
the truth when he knows it, witnesses it or hears it, for it neither hastens 
death nor distances provision.” 

Shaykh al-Albānī () said:2  
In the ḥadīth is an emphatic prohibition from concealing the truth 

out of fear of people or desire for livelihood. Everyone who concealed 
it out of fear of them harming him through any of the types of harm, 
such as beating, reviling, cutting off provision, or fearing that they 
will no longer respect him and what is similar, then he comes under 
the prohibition and is in opposition to the Prophet ().  

When this is the case regarding those who conceal the truth while 
knowing it, then how about the case of those who do not suffice with 
just that but bear witness to falsehood against innocent Muslims and 
accuse them in their religion, and their creed to appease the masses, 
or out of fear that they will also falsely accuse them if they do not 
follow their misguidance and accusation (against the innocent). 

O Allāh keep us steadfast on the truth, and if you desire to test 
your servants, then take us to You before we are tested.”
