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Dr. Arafat al-Muhammadi and His Gang

All praise is due to Allah, Lord of the Worlds. I bear
witness that there is no god but Allah alone, without
partner, the Guardian of the Righteous. I bear witness
that our Prophet Muhammad is His servant and
Messenger (peace and blessings be upon him). To
proceed:

1- Dr. Arafat al-Muhammadi has a gang that resemble
students of knowledge (i.e. pseudo-scholars) who see his
deviations as clear as day, yet they turn a blind eye to
them and then turn to fight some of the honorable people
of Ahl us-Sunnah.

Among the deviations of Dr. Arafat al-Muhammadi are:

a) Rebelling against the Yemeni government on more
than one occasion and inciting fighting against the
military institutions affiliated with the Yemeni
government on more than one occasion.

a) During the era of former President Abd Rabbihi
Mansur Hadi, Dr. Arafat al-Muhammadi believed that
the ruler of the country was someone other than the
aforementioned Yemeni president. I discussed this matter
with him at his home, and I saw him stubbornly clinging
to this belief.

b) His fanaticism and that of others like him towards
certain Yemeni political parties, and their glorification, is
alien to the call of Ahl us-Sunnah, which is known for its
distance from supporting political parties.
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If fanaticism towards political parties is alien to Ahl us-
Sunnah, then how can it be that these aforementioned
parties are calling for the secession of southern Yemen
from the north? Dr. Arafat al-Muhammadi supports this
type of party despite his complete knowledge of the
statements of Ahl us-Sunnah scholars on the subject of
the secession of the south from the north.

¢) Introducing the activities of these political parties into
the mosques of Ahl us-Sunnah in Aden, and displaying
their slogans in Islamic courses (dawrat ilmiyyah) and
Quranic competitions.

Dr. Arafat al-Muhammadi knows this very well, yet he
does not reject these things, nor does he bring them to

the attention of scholars, and he fights those who have
rejected them.

d) Lying upon the scholars of Ahl us-Sunnah to obtain
fatwas that support these political parties.

e) He launched a fierce war against the callers who
criticized Arafat al-Muhammadi for rebelling against the
Yemeni government, and who criticized those who
participated in political activities, and who rejected the
inclusion of such political activities in the Salafi da’wah.

f) Arafat al-Muhammadi gives commendation (tazkiyah)
to the Haddadiyyah, such as Hisham al-Bili, and at the
same time wages a fierce war against the virtuous
(Salafis) in Saudi Arabia, Aden, Egypt, Indonesia, and
Britain.

2. Dr. Arafat al-Muhammadi has a group of followers,
some of whom are in Saudi Arabia, some in Egypt, some
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in Algeria, some in Iraq, some in Britain, some in
Australia, and some in India. Arafat al-Muhammadi’s
group does not warn him against these dangerous
deviations he is committing, but rather, remains silent
about his deviations.

They warn against some of Ahl us-Sunnah who stood
against him, accusing them of being Haddadiyyah and
lying about them.

So, whoever stands against (the crimes of) Dr. Arafat al-
Muhammadi, his gang labels them with Haddadiyyah,
even through lies and slander.

I warn Salafis everywhere against believing this group
and against their accusations against mashayikh, that
they are Haddadiyyah.
