[Further Observations on Abdulilah al-
Juhani and His Testimony
Regarding al-Beily]

Part 1

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Abdulilah al-Juhani (al-Rifa’i) made the above post which is a
diplomatic backtrack on the issue of the Haddadi innovator Hisham
al-Beily who accused al-Albani of agreeing with the Murji’ah and
attacked Sheikh Hasan bin Abdul-Wahhab al-Banna. He quietly
deleted this post a couple of days later. What follows below is
Shaykh Nizar’s response, and this episode exposed the new hizb for
what it is.



Shaykh Nizar bin Hashim:

O Al-Juhani: None engage in evasion and lying except a
malevolent, subversive, and cowardly dissenter, or an ignorant
fool.

Circumstances have prevented me from continuing the series of
writings I began regarding my critiques of the reckless Al-
Juhani—aimed at exposing his profound ignorance, as
evidenced by his denial of the word "soon" (qariban) and his
other reckless assertions.

Unfortunately, despite the ignorance inherent in his reckless
claims, Al-Juhani lies, manipulates, evades, and engages in
obfuscation, all while masquerading as a wise advisor.

He is an enemy to those who offer sincere counsel—indeed, he
follows the path of the extremist Haddadi sect in his hostility
towards them. He sows confusion, obfuscates, and lies, then
retreats into the shadows for a time—Ilike any schemer—waiting
for a malicious opportunity to resurface with a new lie, a reckless
claim, or yet another deceptive guise. Now, he has reared his
head with a wretched, cunning appearance regarding the topic of
Al-Beili the Haddadi—a matter brought to my attention by a
brother (may Allah reward him with good). I felt compelled to
comment on this, offering points that—by Allah’s might and
power—will further reveal to all Salafis the true nature of Al-
Juhani: his malice, cunning, posturing, and his manipulation of
certain minds. Let the shameless Al-Juhani (and those behind
him) know: that Salafis—praise be to Allah—have already
uncovered his true nature, will continue to expose him, and will
not be deceived by his games and evasions.

I say, seeking success from Allah:



1—The issue of Al-Beili, O Juhani—praise be to Allah—was
settled among Salafis years ago. To them—both scholars and
students—he is a staunch Haddadi who opposes the Sunnah and
its adherents, and is an enemy to them. Thus, O Juhani, you have
brought nothing new; however...

2—Where were you, and where was this testimony of yours,
when your associate Arafat endorsed Al-Beili, defended him,
praised him, and hailed him as a Salafi—astonishingly so—
thereby contradicting Salafi scholars and the Salafis at large,
disregarding their criticisms and warnings, and showing
contempt for their stance of boldly proclaiming the truth? Where
were you then, Al-Juhani? Why did you not offer this clear
testimony regarding the esteemed scholar Al-Rabee’ to support
the Salafis and their position on this clear-cut issue?

3—Why did you not come forward with this testimony to
counsel Arafat and the preachers of Aden who united in
endorsing Al-Beili? Why did you not speak out boldly at that
time, Al-Juhani, to champion the Salafis and advise the members
of your new hizb? Why did you hold back from all of that,
remaining silent for so long, only to speak up now?

4—Explain to us, Al-Juhani—and we demand an answer—what
silenced you all this time? And what has prompted you to speak
now?

5— Was your past silence and reticence motivated by religious
devotion and piety? It was neither devotion, nor piety, nor
integrity; for you remained silent when you were fully capable
of speaking out.

6—Is your testimony now driven by religious devotion, piety,
and integrity? It is none of those things either, for you withheld
it when it was needed to champion the truth and its adherents, to
refute the dissenter—your associate Arafat—and to expose his
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transgressions, the danger he poses, and the discord he has
caused. What, then, drove you to speak out now—with this
boldness that has emerged so belatedly—to stand in opposition
to your associate Arafat and the proponents of the "Aden"
faction regarding an issue that has preoccupied and disrupted the
Salafi landscape? You saw and heard—as did your sheikh, Al-
Bukhari (whose gatekeeper you were)—yet you both maintained
a profound, suspicious silence—or rather, a tacit endorsement—
regarding Arafat’s fitnah (tribulation) and his violation of Salafi
principles concerning the jarh (disparagement) of those who
oppose the Sunnah, such as Al-Beili al-Haddadi!

Undoubtedly:

7—The factor that drove you, Al-Juhani, to remain silent and
conceal your testimony and knowledge—which you still hold—
regarding Al-Beili al-Haddadi; that drove Arafat to dissent,
vouch for Al-Beili, and war against Salafis; and that drove your
sheikh, Al-Bukhari, to remain silent about it all, was something
else entirely—such as a cunning scheme, temporary partisan
political strategies, or a paid conspiracy serving a specific
agenda to wage war on Salafiyyah and the Salafis, sow discord
in their ranks, and undermine their unity... etc. Answer, Al-
Juhani, and explain to the Salafis: what silenced you before, and
what has made you speak out now?

8—Our virtuous brother, Sheikh Shihab (son of the eminent
scholar Hassan Al-Banna—may Allah preserve him and have
mercy on his father), has clarified that Al-Beili sat with Arafat
and his sheikh, Al-Bukhari. Were you present at that gathering,
Al-Juhani? Did you present your testimony and knowledge
during that meeting? Did you advise them based on what you
had learned regarding Al-Beili from the scholars of the
Sunnah—both the deceased and the living? Did you do this, or
not?



And even if you were not present at that meeting, why did you
not share your testimony and knowledge with them? Why did
you not make it public and act as energetically then as you do
now in spreading discord and promoting Arafat and your new
faction?

To clear your conscience and support the Salafis:

9—Or is it because the Salafis disagreed with you regarding the
Al-Beili issue—and others—maintaining absolute clarity on the
matter, whereas you, Arafat, and your sheikh, Al-Bukhari, do not
desire such clarity and the clear-cut Salafis? You all united to
wage war against them and tarnish their reputations using the
ugliest methods and the vilest tactics. If you, Al-Juhani, were to
come forward with your testimony and knowledge, it would
serve to support and vindicate those clear-cut Salafis—an
outcome you (and your hizb) certainly do not want, given the
vicious hostility you wage against them.

Therefore:

10—What drives you, Al-Juhani, regarding the Al-Baeili issue
(now) is neither zeal for Salafiyyah and its scholars, nor concern
for Salafi youth and the Salafi community regarding the spread
of confusion and obfuscation, nor a desire to champion the truth
and its adherents. What drives you, Al-Juhani, is nothing but
personal or factional self-interest, along with evasion and
deception.

Or is it—as the partisans say, Al-Juhani—a matter of
"jurisprudence of the current phase (figh al-marhalah)" and a
cunning new strategic plan? Is it about discarding the "garments
of old shame" for the sake of today’s interests and the future
phase, only to don the "garments of new deception?"



11—As for your statement, Al-Juhan; “If any new developments
arise regarding his case, the authority to consult is the people of
knowledge.” I ask: Who, in your view, Al-Juhani, are the "people
of knowledge" to be consulted should something new arise in
the Al-Beili case? Name them for us! And:

12— What sort of new developments could possibly arise!? Tell
us, so we may know whether it is a matter that aligns with our
Lord’s Shariah or one that suits your faction’s agenda and
interests.

13—Finally, O Juhani, where did you find this courage and
boldness to openly declare your testimony and knowledge after
all this time? Or is it not courage and boldness at all, but merely
motives, pressures, and strategies originating "from over there"?
For you, O Juhani, never dared—not in the slightest—to oppose
Arafat, your associate; rather, out of falsehood and ignorance,
you were his line of defense and a source of praise for him.

And so that:

14—We may know, O Al-Juhani, whether you are truly
courageous or merely swayed by self-interest: Make it clear to
us—speak out like a man of integrity—and tell Arafat: "You
erred regarding Al-Beili and went against the scholars".

Indeed:

15—Tell the members of the new hizb—the "Aden preachers"—
that they have erred...

You went astray because you followed Arafat in his defiance of
the scholars; thus, out of ignorance and falsehood, you defended

Al-Beili and vouched for his integrity.

Furthermore:



16- Say to Dr. Al-Bukhari—for whom you show partisan zeal,
acting as a gatekeeper and doorkeeper aiding him in opposing
Salafiyyah and the Salafis—that you have erred. You remained
silent regarding Arafat’s endorsement of Al-Beili and the
resulting discord he stirred up; you also remained silent
regarding your own support—O Al-Juhani—for Arafat, through
your concealment of this testimony, your abandonment of the
Salafis, and your hostility toward them.

17- What is your verdict, O Al-Juhani, regarding your associate
Arafat—based on this testimony of yours concerning the Al-
Beili affair and his opposition to the Salafis (who, by the grace
of Allah, clarified the matter, offered sincere counsel, and bore
witness to the truth regarding it)??!!

Show us, O Al-Juhani, and demonstrate to Salafis across the
world your courage and your willingness to speak the truth
openly—for the sake of the truth alone, and nothing else—if you
are indeed among the free and honorable.
